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1. INTRODUCTION

The article must be presented in English language in duplicate together with the electronic version of the article (on a separate diskette–3.5" or send by e-mail). It should be prepared in the Microsoft Word format (the versions 6.0 and higher) as a single file. The files of figures and photos should be also presented in one of the following formats (tif, wmf, eps, jpg, gif, pcx, png, cdr, ai), as well as files of the summaries in English and optionally in Russian and Ukrainian languages (the title of the article, initials and surnames of the authors, full name of the affiliation institution should be placed before the summary body in the same language as summary).

The size of the article must not exceed 5 pages, including summary, references and figures (when formatted according to these guidelines).

The presented article must be accompanying with:

▪
the missive from every organization where the work was performed (only for the authors from CIS countries);
▪
the sanction for open publication of the article (only for the authors from Ukraine).

2. General guidelines

This file is made out as an example of an article intended for publication in the journal "Problems of Atomic Science and Technology", Series: Nuclear Physics Investigations. Please, follow this sample; in particular do not use any automatic formatting of the article. A simple way to satisfy with all requirements is to insert gradually in the corresponding paragraphs of the sample file your material using the options Edit/Paste Special/Insert as Unformatted Text and to delete the text serving as a sample. The corresponding author (for example, Petrov) names the prepared file with his surname (Petrov.doc) and sends it to the editor. 

In order to see the text of the article on your screen as it should be printed, install the driver of the printer Laser Jet LPB 800 or Laser Jet HP 1200/1300.

The general guidelines for article formatting are the following. Page size is А4 (portrait orientation), left margin is 2.5 cm, all the others (upper, lower and right) are 2.0 cm. The lower and upper page headers are 0 cm (the text of headers will be placed by editors). Font is Times New Roman (Cyr-optionally), line spacing — single, font size of the main text and summary is 10 pt with the indent of 0.5 cm.

3. ARTicle title and summary

The title of the article, names of the authors, title of organization and summary are placed at the beginning of the article and formatted as a one-column text. Title of the article should be printed in capital letters. The formatting of the authors' names, affiliation, e-mail address, and summary is shown above at this page. It is enough to indicate the electronic address of the corresponding author. 

Russian or Ukrainian summaries with the title of the article and authors' names are placed optionally at the end of the article (as a separate one-column section, , font size 10). Do not use the heading word "Summary".

The size of the summary must not exceed 100 words, formatted as a single paragraph. Please, avoid the phrases like: "In the given work (article)… are obtained.", instead: "… are obtained." The one-column initial section of the article is ended with the paper PACS (Particle and Astronomy Classification Scheme) index (see, e.g. ZhETP Letters, 1993, v. 58, no. 7, no. 9 or http://www.aip.org/pacs/pacs06/pacs06-toc.html).

4. Article body text

The main text of the article is formatted in two columns with the width of each column 8.0 cm and the column space 0.5 cm. The alignment is fully justified with 0.5 cm indent. Font size is 10 pt.

Headings and the subheadings of the article should be printed in capital letters. Headings of the first level are printed in font size 11 pt, bold, with 12 pt separation before and 6 pt after the heading. Headings of the second level are printed in font size 10, bold, with 6 pt separation before and 3 pt after the heading. These headings should be aligned in the center without any indent and must not contain the full stop at the end.

As a rule, the words in the text should be separated ONLY by ONE SPACE, as in this sentence, and not as in the following sentence: "As a rule   , the words  in  the text  should be    separated…"

A space gap between a word and the following punctuation mark is inadmissible (e.g., space before a comma). Hyphenations should be made only manually in a "soft" mode by Ctrl+hyphen (optional hyphen). 

Between a number and its unit of measurement it is necessary to use, as a rule, a non-separable space by pressing the keys (Ctrl+Shift+space). The non-separable space must also separate a surname from initials (there is no space between the letters of initials). To see the details of your formatting make sure you can see the unprinted signs (Ctrl+*, or Ctrl+Shift+8).

5. MANDATORY requirements to the CONTENTS of the ARTICLE 

The submitted article should contain the following mandatory components:

1.
 Statement of a problem from a general point of view and it connection to the important fundamental or applied problems.

2.
 A brief analysis of the latest achievements and publications, in which a solution of the given problem has started, with the indication of the unresolved issues having relation to the article subject.

3.
 Statement of the article objectives (statement of a problem).

4.
 Exposition of the main material with the full substantiation of obtained scientific results.

5.
 Conclusions and perspectives of further studies in the given direction.

6. Equations, FIGURES And TABLES

To insert formulas and equations it is recommended to use Microsoft Equation Editor (version 2 or, more preferably, 3). Those who employ Mathtype Equation Editor must not use the automatic equation numbering; we ask them also to duplicate their MS Word file with the Adobe pdf-file in order we could verify the formulas and equations. We recommend to print ALL in-line formulas and symbols in Microsoft Equation Editor also. However, if you set up a formula as the text, please employ Symbol font (INSERT SYMBOL mode) and do not use Unicode font tables, especially for Greek letters. The size of symbols in equations must correspond to the text size (full 10 pt; subscript 8 pt, sub-subscript 6 pt, symbol 14 pt, sub-symbol 10 pt). The indent, as in the text, is 0.5 cm, alignment to the left. The equation number (in parentheses) must be aligned with the right edge of the column (right tabulator). The equations are treated as a part of the text with use of necessary signs of the punctuation (full stops, commas etc.).

The use the pseudographics for preparation of the formulas and tables is not admitted.

Long equations (large figures and tables also) can be formatted as a one-column text within a separate section.

6.1. EQUATIONS

We recommend one of the following formats for equations in display (left alignment, indent 0.5 cm, tabulation 8 cm to the right). 

The most preferable are Eq. (1) and (2).
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We do not recommend:
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In the text the references to equations are mentioned as: "… in Eq. (1) we have ..." or "Eqs. (2)-(4) demonstrate that ..."

6.2. FIGURES
All figures and photos should be ONLY in a black-and-white format (monochrome) for line drawing or grey (8 bit) for continuous tone photo. All symbols and inscriptions in figures should be clearly distinctive and proportional to main text (it is recommended to compose the figures in the corresponding graphical software already with allowance for their size and position in a column or, if necessary, to the whole width of the page, with appropriate choice of symbol size 10 pt). The width of the line in line drawing must not be less than 0.2 mm.

The figures should be inserted in the text in the simplest way (in line with text), without use of such options as: square, tight, behind text, in front of text etc. An indication of the figure in-line position is the appearance of a bounding rectangle with black small squares at the figure corners and in the side centers when you choose it.

In case of necessity the editor may ask to send figures files in other than (tif, wmf, eps, jpg, gif, pcx, png, cdr, ai) graphic format.

The figure and table captions are printed in italic without the full stop at the end. A short (1-2 lines) caption must be positioned in center without an indent of the first line. Long captions are justified to the full width of the column with an indent of the first line 0.5 cm. Note the bold italic font and non-separable spaces at the beginning of the caption (e.g., Fig. 3.  ). When you cite the figure in the text the article should be omitted and the font is normal (e.g., in Fig. 3).

If your article contains only a single figure, its caption and the references in the text do not contain any number and the word Fig.

All cells must be filled (use 0 or — if there is no content).
When you cite the table in the text the article should be omitted and the font is normal (e.g., in Table 3 one can see...).

If your article contains only single table, its caption and the references in the text do not contain any number and the word Table.

In the fully "packed" tables the use of 9 pt or 8 pt font size is admitted.

1) Use the symbol “(”(ellipsis) from menu Insert/Symbol for indication of the range of data: 1(3 MeV (but not 1-3 MeV, or 1(3 MeV).

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notes to references

In all cases it is necessary to give a full title of a referenced material. The titles of the books in Cyrillic (Russian, for example) must be translated in English with the indication at the end in parentheses an original language (in Russian).

The examples from 1 to 4 are of the references to the articles in the periodic journals, including our journal. Only for these cases the symbol // is used. The title of the journal is printed italic. The indication of the last page is necessary. 

The examples 5 and 6 are of the references to books. The title of a book must be printed in italic. Please, indicate the city, publishing house, year, pages to which you refer, or a total number of pages in the book. 

References to private communications (which do not belong to the authors!) are admitted but as an exception to the rule.

We ask to follow strictly the samples in all details (number of spaces, use of non-separable spaces before a surname, commas, full stops). 

In the text the references are mentioned in the following way:  "In Ref. [4,5] (or: in [1,4-7]) we have shown…".

In Ref. [4,5] (or: in [1,4-7]) we have shown...
There is no number before a header REFERENCES.

Summary in Russian and Ukrainian language is printed according to the following sample (font size of the title is 10 pt).
